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WHAT IS ELDER COLLEGE? WHO MAKES IT GO?

Elder College is a separate entity under/in the 60+ Club.  It is self financing: there are expenses 
such a meals, rooms, instructors and busses.  Income from an enrollment fee has to be more 
than expenses; there is no bailout or stimulus package.

Elder College might be compared to Congress; up until now it has been organized and run by 
the Elder College Committee who are elder college students just like everyone else. No one is 
elected to office; they just volunteer to be on the committee. And there are meetings to attend 
and work to be done; unlike Congress, when we meet we do not sit on either side of an ‘aisle’ so 
that we can choose sides and fight; we get it done!

In the past we have not kept the noncommittee members of Elder College too well informed 
of the many decisions that have to be made; what subjects to teach, who to teach them, how to 
schedule the classes, how to tie a field trip into the classwork, where to have lunch, availability 
of classrooms and many other decisions. This lack of understanding, just what goes on, was 
brought to the committee’s attention when a new volunteer to the “committee” exclaimed after 
her first committee meeting “I never imagined that there was this much work to put on an elder 
college. I thought they just ‘happened’!”

The expenses of the 2008 Elder College were just over $7000 and the receipts were just over 
$5000. “How could such a thing happen?” is a very good question. Very Briefly: Elder College 
started out under “Elderhostel.” After three years we and Elderhostel realized that Bakersfield 
could not compete for participants nationally with other parts of California, so Elderhostel was 
discontinued in Bakersfield. 

You may wonder why the $2000 deficit last year is not a devastating blow to Elder College. We 
owe Elderhostel credit for that. They gave the College $2000 for organizing the classes each 
year and managing the group while they were here. So the College got $6000 for the three trial 
years. The College gave the $6000 to the  60+ Club; since two of our “Committee” did all of the 
organizing and management of the program, the 60+ Club put the $6000 into a designation of 
“Elder College,” and we have lived carefree ever since.

Now, we of Elder College are faced with the reality of  “balancing a budget.” So we are faced 
with some changes: raising the enrollment fee, trimming or eliminating the field trip, having 
only morning classes, or some other minor trimming.
