	· Students will be organized into cooperative groups of 3 to 4 students. Each group will be given several quotes from a famous leader (do not give the leader’s name) in WWII, and the group has the responsibility of generating as many words as possible that might describe the leader’s character.

· Members of each group read a quotation to the entire class and share the list of qualities and traits that they have associated with the leader, and the class will add to the list.

· The teacher will assist the students in making some generalizations about the individual.
