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1. Groups of four.

2. Everyone copies the information on the transparency into the middle box of their frame. 

3. Each member reads the article about their child and finds the following information:

· What is the name of your child?

· How old is he/she?

· Where does he/she live (country)?

· Where does he/she work?

· How many other children work like this?

· How much does he/she earn?

· What are some of the working conditions on the job?

4. Put this information in one of the frames and then share that information with the others in your group.  Each person will write down what you have to say, and you will write down what they have to say. 

5. Keep doing this until you have everyone’s information. 

6. If an answer to one of the questions is not provided, write down something else that is interesting to share with your group.

7. When everyone is finished, glue your frame in your notebook on the next blank page. This will be number ____.

8. Finally, on the following page, write a letter of at least three paragraphs to one of the children in your frame. Ask him/her questions about his/her life. A good way to start is to tell the person a little about you and the kinds of things you get to do in America.
