For “backwoods,” one might read the sentence from the story, “Then the old woman took her by the hand and led her deep into the backwoods.”  Ask students to predict what “backwoods” means. This is a compound word and should be fairly clear from the word parts. Students will be asked to describe the backwoods and then generate sentences for the word.                                                                                                     For “contrary, “ begin with the sentence, “You do as I say and don’t be so contrary” asking students to predict its meaning, Discuss the definition, such as “disagreeable, raising objections” and how it fits into the sentence.  Next, the students provide sentences which use “contrary.”  Another meaning to discuss is “from another point of view”. For rubies and silver, we would discuss what precious things are and possibly provide pictures of rubies and silver. We can make a list of precious things. 

“Groping” and “dawdled” are verbs and sentences from the story could again be used as well a pantomime the definitions.  Students would add their own sentences, and I would suggest some examples for “dawdled” since it seems to have some clear antonyms, such as “hustled,” “ran,” “went quickly,” and so on,
