banishment of Medea)

· Strategies

	1. Pose the question “Have you ever used manipulation to get what you want? What kind of manipulation have you used?”

2. As the students read the first scene of Medea, have them identify examples of manipulation.  They may even want to go back to the story of “Jason and the Golden Fleece” for other examples of manipulation as well.

3. Ask students how they would feel if someone for whom they gave up everything  left them?  What might they do?

4. Do a second read of the scene—find the purpose of each type of manipulation (Kelly Gallagher).

5. Ask the students are any of these (types of manipulation) a result of a woman’s (specifically Medea’s) place in Greek society?

6. Have students identify passages that show a woman’s place.
