	Instructional Objectives

· Definition of what is to be taught and learned
	Students will use metaphorical thinking as an entry to greater understanding of individual characters using Bob Tierney’s quadrant simile activity.



	Curriculum

· Lesson Content

	Students will have finished reading Arthur Miller’s The Crucible. The activity will be used to review the characters prior to testing.

This activity can be used with any piece of literature.



	Instructional Delivery

· Procedures

· Strategies

	*Teacher selects key characters from the text. (John Proctor, Abigail Williams, Rev. Parris, etc.)

* Students divide a paper into quadrants and number each.

*In quadrant one the student will freewrite on the name or phrase given by the teacher (approximately 5 minutes).

*The teacher prepares a list of nouns numbered 1-10. Students pick a number between 1-10 and write it in quadrant two. The teacher then reveals the list of nouns with the corresponding numbers. Using the noun, the student creates a simile in box two.  ____X____ is like ____noun_____ because ___________.  (5 minutes)

· Students discuss in small groups which simile, other than their own, is most interesting or outrageous.

· In quadrant 3 students freewrite on the noun from the simile they just selected. They focus on what that noun is like, ignoring the character at this point.

· In the final quadrant, the students synthesize their original simile with the information they developed in quadrant three as they write about their character again. (5-10 minutes)

· Students then share their final information with their groups or the whole class.
