	Students will analyze a specific character, define his traits, and support the assertion with evidence from the text.

· Lesson Content

	Students will read the short story “The Most Dangerous Game” by Richard Connell. The students will write a character analysis of either General Zaroff or Rainsford.



	Instructional Delivery

· Strategies

	1. Students will read the story in a guided reading with the teacher using a reading log to note character traits and evidence of those traits.

2. Students will select a character and then focus on two personality traits while they re-read the text independently keeping a reading log focused only on the two character traits and passages that support them.

3. Students will evaluate the evidence they’ve collected and select three pieces of evidence for each trait to use in their essays.

4. Students will employ a prewriting activity to organize the selected support information.

5. Using their prewriting, students will write a well-organized and supported analysis.

	Students will produce a character analysis essay that uses concrete textual evidence to support their theses.
