	1. Divide students into groups of 4 or 5, and give each group a 7-foot piece of butcher paper (black for Timothy and white for Phillip).  Have one student lie on the paper while another student of the same sex traces an outline of their body.

2. Students in groups fill in the body outline with artistic representations of the character traits as they relate to the plot.  Students can use pictures, quotes from the character, or outline with the group’s analysis of the character.
