	· Teacher divides students into groups, each group gets one of fifteen vocabulary words (teacher may divide into as many groups using preferred amount of words). 

· Each group of students gets a copy of the word web from Lenski on page 67 and a piece of butcher paper. 

· Students create the word web on the butcher paper and tape up around the room.  At this point, each student has only done one vocabulary word.

· Class participates in a wall walk, taking notes on each vocabulary word and writing down the word web for each vocabulary word. 

· By the end of the walk, each student will have all fifteen vocabulary words with a corresponding word web. 

· Each group will present its word web to ensure that all students understand all parts of the word web.
