Instructional Delivery

· Create topic sentence and incorporate with outline

· Create quote bank for reference to the text

· After first draft, get into pairs for peer revising

· Present final draft to teacher

Discuss with students each of the definitions and ask for examples.

Student Activities

Written entries focused on response to Night should be 

more than chapter summary.

This should include comments on students’ thoughts and feelings while reading, any questions, and possible predictions.

Present thoughts and questions at the beginning of class the next day.

Teacher Activities

Create the mood for independent reading while 

incorporating into class activity.

Assign journal for homework nightly and allow time for sharing the next day in class, promoting discussion of text.

Instructional Delivery
Distribute one Dialectical Journal to each student.





Explain the requirements for each section and the number 

of entries needed.

Read and discuss the novel in class, while saving some reading and journal writing for home.

Allow the students the opportunity to share the journal entries or the option to keep them private.

Collect the journals at the end of each week.

Evaluated by completion and relation to the text.
