	Before beginning the “Cold War” unit in U.S. History, teacher will pass out a paper with a chart on it, listing the following terms down the left side:  Cold War, Containment, Truman Doctrine, Marshall Plan, Arms Race, Massive Retaliation, Brinksmanship, Third World Country, Covert Operations.

The students will then take a few minutes to rate their knowledge of the terms listed, using the following symbols:  

“+” = I know this term and could explain it to a friend, 

“a squiggly dashed line” = I think I know what it means, but would need a quick review before I could explain it, 

“-“ = I have no clue what this word means.  I must have been absent when my brilliant world history teacher taught us this last year.

Collect this assignment, so the teacher can review these sheets and determine where he/she needs to spend more or less time.
