	Instructional Objectives

· Definition of what is to be taught and learned
	Students will demonstrate ability to determine character traits based on quotes from a character.

Students will demonstrate ability to describe various aspects of a certain character in a piece of writing (character profile).

	Character Quotes from Romeo and Juliet

· Divide class into cooperative learning groups

· Give each group 2 quotes each from one character from the play. The quotes should be similar in length, but each should reveal something different about the character.

· Assign task: Students are to brainstorm character’s traits based on what the character says. All students should write down a list of characteristics. 

· Each group shares its findings with the class.

· Explain to the class that all quotes came from the same character. Discuss implications: each character has different aspects to his/her personality and we discovered that based on what he/she said. 

· Assign students personality profile: Students are to create a Venn diagram and write a paragraph discussing the character based on the findings of the class.
