	Getting Ready to Read

Students will be asked to answer the following question in their notebook:

Have you ever been put in a situation where you had to make a decision that you knew was wrong but you could not think of a way around it?  Explain the circumstances of the situation and how you resolved it.
Before the students begin the reading assignment, activate prior knowledge of the topic through the use of anticipatory questions:
· Define Imperialism

· What were the motives of imperialism
Write student responses on the board and leave the information there for the duration of the period.

Students will work in pairs (think-pair-share) to create a chart from the reading listing both views of Imperialism.

	Making Predictions and Asking Questions 

Working with their partner, students will then be asked to read Different Perspectives: Using Primary and Secondary Sources on page 351 of the text.  They will be asked to decide whether the author of the excerpt was either for or against imperialism based on the following criteria:

· Origin of source (who, where, what type of primary source is being used)

· Key phrases from source that show bias either way

The first primary source will be a guided reading as a class to demonstrate to the students how to do the task.  The remaining readings will be done as partners.  

The text uses various forms of primary source materials.  In this section, one of the sources is a political cartoon.

Using think-pair-share, students will create charts using evidence from the story showing Orwell’s reasoning for and against killing the elephant.  They must cite specific phrases from the story to back up the author’s reasoning.

	Thinking Critically

 Still in think-share-pair mode, students will work on a graphic organizer titled “An Enemy Within”.  They will be asked to draw an inner circle and an outer circle.   In the inner circle they need to identify the enemy according to the Burmese people.  In the outer circle, they must identify the enemy(s) from Orwell’s perspective.  
Students will then be asked to look up the definition of enemy in a dictionary.  They must then determine how the different enemies in the story match and how they are different than the definition.  They then must write a paragraph in which they answer the questions based on their finding.

	Writing to Learn

At this stage, the students should have a sufficient grasp of the purpose of the short story and of the implications of imperialism on those who were exposed to it.  Much of the prewriting for the culminating writing activity has already been completed.

	Getting Ready to Write 

Students will be assigned to write an eyewitness account of the event described in the story through the use of a R.A.F.T. writing model.
Role: Assume the role of a bystander-either as a local Burmese or as an English colonist out shopping in the crowded bazaar on the day the elephant has escaped.

Audience: You are telling your story to your family that evening at dinner.
Format: Narrative. Informal, conversational.

Topic: Recount the events that unfolded at the bazaar that led to the shooting of the elephant from the perspective of a bystander.
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
