	•    Introduce exercise by connecting igneous rocks to life. 

•    Use Science connection overview worksheet. 

•    Skim a section with students and think out loud about text; ignore portions of text that may be unfamiliar; focus on familiar terms. 

•    Have students read the rest of the text in pairs using the modeled strategy. 

•    Direct students to the chapter summary, and ask them to identify the key terms. 

•    Have students finish the overview worksheet with their partners. 

•    Encourage students to generate as many questions as possible. 

•    Ask students to reread chapter using their overview worksheet as a reminder of the details and questions. 

•    Have students define vocabulary using index cards 

•    Encourage students to "translate" technical terms into English as they would translate a foreign language. 

 •    Include memory clues on their index cards.
