	Instructional Objectives:

· Definition of what is to be taught and learned.
	Students will learn to recognize and define a variety of literary devices while reading The Andromeda Strain.  Students will be asked to find and record character analyses, elements of the science fiction genre, theme, and vocabulary.  In addition, students will be asked to take notes on information in preparation for writing an essay in response to one of the topics given at the beginning of the unit.

	Curriculum 

· Lesson Contents
	Students will be asked to acquire a 70-page spiral notebook and number the pages 1-140 that they will keep as a reading log for the novel The Andromeda Strain.  They will also be given a reading log packet they will use to assemble the reading log.  They will write in the reading log each time they read in The Andromeda Strain.  The information they will gather will be used for class discussions, individual homework assignments, and the final essay assignment. 

	Instructional Delivery

· Procedures
· Strategies
	This procedure incorporates strategies from Kelly Gallagher (double journal entries) and Robert Probst (dialogue with a text).  Students will create a reading log using a spiral notebook (70 sheet) and the attached packet instructions.  As they read, students will respond to various areas of the log.  These include a double journal entry, character observations, literary devices, and vocabulary find.  The teacher will ask students about their previous night’s reading, clarifying, discussing, and responding to entries.  In addition, the teacher will review the literary devices, such as foreshadowing, mood, simile, metaphor, and imagery.  Each day, students will be asked to discuss the “Questions to Ponder” at the front of their notebook.  They will choose one of these questions to respond to at the end of the unit.

	Evidence/ Assessment
	Student reading logs will be spot checked on a daily basis, randomly choosing students to show their logs.  The teacher will look for a specific element in the log each time.  During class discussions, the teacher will award participation points for sharing information from the log while assessing comprehension of the story.  Students will write an essay at the end of the unit to show overall comprehension.

	Students in a sophomore GATE class will be able to use the log to record comprehension at their own rate.  The quality of the entries will most likely vary, but students will be able to share information with each other from the logs.  This should act as an enrichment for all students participating.  In addition, “Questions to Ponder” vary in difficulty and content.  Students will be able to choose the topic to which they are BEST able to respond.
