Chapter Seven—Literature: Using Tradebooks

Summary:  The following strategies employ the use of nonfiction tradebooks as supplements to classroom curricula.  The editors emphasize the opportunities for synthesizing material from tradebooks into adopted textbooks and class lecture.  

Purpose:  Improved test scores and content comprehension are always goals in the reading/composition classroom, but Readence, Bean, and Baldwin cite the importance of instilling a joy of reading into students no matter the subject.

Strategy #5—Dinner Party (130-2)

Five different classmates will role-play characters from a novel.  Some characters might not have much to say in the novel but they might speak up during the dinner party.  These findings can be logged in the novel journal.

Assignment:  Six members of a group are characters from Frankenstein.  They have all gathered at the Frankenstein manor in Geneva to mourn the death of little William at the hands of Justine.  You must discuss the answer to this question: “At midnight, should we break Justine out of prison?”
