Chapter Seven—Literature: Using Tradebooks

Summary:  The following strategies employ the use of nonfiction tradebooks as supplements to classroom curricula.  The editors emphasize the opportunities for synthesizing material from tradebooks into adopted textbooks and class lecture.  

Purpose:  Improved test scores and content comprehension are always goals in the reading/composition classroom, but Readence, Bean, and Baldwin cite the importance of instilling a joy of reading into students no matter the subject.

Strategy #4—Novel Journals (130)

The novel journal is a more sustained activity that charts the student’s progress through a novel.  Usually, the novel journal prepares the students for a larger, final task, such as a paper or a test.  Most questions are arranged and asked thematically.  Questions about characters, tone, mood, and symbols may also be explored.  

Assignment:  Just as Victor Frankenstein kept a journal of his unspeakable atrocities in his lab, we will be doing the same thing over the novel Frankenstein.  Victor drew diagrams, defined unknown concepts and words, kept letters and correspondence from friends and loved ones, and, most of all, wrote extensively his experiment and the effects this experiment had on himself and on others around him.  You are Victor’s research assistant and are living a life similar to your master’s.  Your journal will reflect this lifestyle, history, actions, etc.
