	Instructional Objectives

· Definition of what is to be taught and learned
	Student will become familiar with the terminology of the stages of the hero journey and apply this knowledge by charting Jason’s journey in the short film Clown White.  (3-day lesson)

	Curriculum

· Lesson Content

	Reprint of 1-1/2 page summary of the hero’s journey stages and terms.

Circle graph of journey and terms to be defined/explained through reading/discussion.

Blank circle chart without terms will be completed in pairs after viewing the film. 



	Instructional Delivery

· Procedures

· Strategies

	Day 1:

Students read reprint explaining hero journey aloud; as each stage is discussed in text, we will pause and discuss it together, using Lion King as an example. Students also highlight and annotate text for think-along as they read. 

Teacher will write explanations/definitions on overhead of chart; students will copy onto their own chart.

1st day’s homework: select a story that is a hero’s journey (I usually suggest “Shrek” if they have no ideas of their own), and chart it on a blank circle chart.

Day 2:

Students share homework in groups, then with the class.

Begin viewing the film, completing a 2nd blank circle chart for as much of the hero journey as they see.

Day 3:

View remainder of the film and complete the chart.

Discuss in 3’s and 4’s, adding to and correcting each individual’s charts.

	Completed homework chart from Day 1; completed Clown White chart turned in after  team discussions on day 3.
