	1. Students will take notes on the definitions of ethos, pathos, and logos and examples of each used by characters in Shakespeare’s plays.

2. At different points while reading Othello, students will use graphic organizers to identify and evaluate the rhetorical strategies used by Iago.
3. Students will evaluate their graphic organizers to write a three-page paper, assessing Iago’s strategies and their effects on the characters.

4. Students will also write a one-page summary of ethos, logos, and pathos, using examples an elementary-school student would understand.
