	Instructional Objectives

· Definition of what is to be taught and learned
	The objective is to have the students analyze a quote from a character and develop a character trait analysis summary based on the quote


	Curriculum

· Lesson Content

	This can work with any reading assignment that includes a character/individual who is seen in different ways in the reading.  This strategy is from Reading and Learning Srategies for Middle and High School Students, Lenski, Wham, and Johns.



	Instructional Delivery

· Procedures

· Strategies

	1.   Divide class into groups of three or four. 

2.   Give each group a different quote from one character in a reading. 

3.   Have the group brainstorm different character traits of the character based on the quote. 

4.   The group writes a "personality traits" paragraph, which must include the quote. 

5.   Each group selects a spokesperson to read the summary aloud to the class. 

6.   At the culmination of the readings, the teacher reveals that all quotes came from the same character. 

7.   Class discussion continues with commentary on generalizations that can be made about the character. 

8.   After discussion, each student is responsible for writing a four to five sentence "personality profile" paragraph on the character. 

9.   At the completion of the reading, have students get out the profile that they wrote and discuss if there is anything they would change.
