	“Futility” by Mary S. Hawling


	Instructional Delivery

	· Teacher explains that knowing the writer’s purpose or reason for writing a piece helps the reader know how to react to it. Tell students to think about Mary S. Hawling’s purpose as the teacher reads “Futility.”
· After reading “Futility” aloud, ask students to get out a sheet of paper and rate 1-10 (10 being the highest) their understanding of the poet’s purpose.

· Students re-read the poem twice on their own and re-evaluate ratings twice.

· Then students write what they think the poet’s purpose is, then discuss in small groups, and re-evaluate rating.

· Discuss as a class before answering “Understanding the Selection” questions from the textbook.
