	Dinner Party (Post-Reading Strategy) (Readence, Bean, Baldwin, p. 130-132)
1. After reading from text and Internet research, cooperative groups will be assigned an inventor from time period studied.
2. Groups will assign roles to group members: inventor, inventor's wife, inventor's children, inventor's parents, inventor's employer, inventor's neighbor, etc.
3. Taking turns, each group will take their place at a "dinner table" in front of class.
4. Teacher will ask an appropriate initial question to prompt dinner party discussion regarding "new" invention.
5. The remainder of class will "eavesdrop" on dinner table discussion of inventor.
6. Teacher will guide discussion about inventor/invention after each "dinner party" group.
