	Factstorming (Post-Reading Strategy) (Lenski, Wham. and Johns, p. 330)

1. In groups of 3 or 4, students will list inventions previously mentioned in class or textbook that had an impact on society, economics, and/or culture.

2. Allow 10-15 minutes; then each group will share list with class as teacher writes ideas on board.

3. Students will individually choose an invention that appeals to them from the class list.

1. Students will research a variety of resources.

2. Develop a list of possible resources, with class input and list on board.
