	Body Biographies (Post-Reading Strategy) (Readence, Bean, Baldwin, p. 133)

1. Students (in cooperative learning groups) draw an outline of a body on 5-6 foot length of butcher paper.

2. After reading and researching information on a given WWII leader, students write or draw representations of characteristics and experiences of assigned leader.

3. Place on walls around room, and begin a gallery walk.

4. Each group explains their illustrations to gallery “viewers."
