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Guided Reflection – Pre instruction 
1. Collect data on your school. Some may be found on the SARC (School Accountability Report Card). This is most often found on the schools website. Data to look at includes:
a. Number of students that go to college (check with college/ career counselor)
b. Number of students that go to CSU

c. School API and AYP

d. Demographics

e. Organization within the school that supports school-wide professional development and initiatives
f. Who is responsible for  coordination of  EAP and college information on campus (college/ career counselor)

2. Review the student questionnaires and reading autobiographies. What is the important information the students have provided about themselves?  
3. Review the results of the RCST pre-test and the essay. What are the students’ strongest skills? What are their weakest skills? How can this information guide your teaching (what will you do to best utilize their strengths and improve their weaknesses)?
4. Analyze and reflect on the data you have collected. What does this information tell you about your students and the skills they need to acquire in order to be ready for college when they graduate? How can you address the needs of your students, through your content area?
