 Connection with 310:

Some of you have already taken PSYC 310.  You will need to refer to your 310 text and your 310 notes for child development information for this course.

Some of you are taking PSYC 310 now.  You may need to read ahead in your text to cover child development topics in 310L on the schedule we will use.  If you drop 310 you must also drop 310L.  If necessary you may drop 310L and stay in 310.


Access to children:

Lab 1 uses filmed observations from the CSUB Children's Center. You will need access to child participants who are not your own children for other labs (Lab 2, one child 4 or 5 years old and one child 8 or 9 years old; Lab 3, one child 9 to 11.9, one child 12 to 14.9 years old, and one child 15 to 17.9 years old).     If you are not able to arrange participants you should drop the course. 

Course Description:

Psychology 310L gives you experience with developmental research methods.  Using your understanding of statistics and methods from prerequisite courses as a foundation, you will practice a variety of data collection approaches with children of varying ages.  This will give you experience with the pragmatic, ethical, and conceptual issues that arise when doing research with children.  You will analyze data collected by students in the course and write laboratory reports about your findings.

Policies:

Writing:  When using word processors and typewriters for assignments, be sure to allow enough time for the inevitable snafus: jammed printers, long lines, etc.  What I should be seeing are corrected versions, not first drafts.  Spelling, punctuation, and grammar errors greatly reduce the quality of your assignments and poor writing results in lower grades.  Writing tutoring is available for university credit each term. ******
