8.   Does each paragraph help to develop the thesis? 
9. Underline the topic sentences in each paragraph.  Do the topic sentences   

directly support the thesis statement?

10. Do the sentences in each paragraph support the topic sentence? Write the 
11. main point of each paragraph in the margin. (The topic sentence and main point  

      should be the same.) List the number of the paragraphs that need attention.

12. Are there enough details and examples in each paragraph to support the 
      paragraph’s main point? 
13. Is there new information in the conclusion?
