1. Rewrite the thesis statement.  Underline the subject, and circle the opinion (assertion).

2. Is the thesis a single declarative sentence?

3. Can someone argue against the thesis statement? What is the opinion or assertion?

4. Does the thesis statement satisfy the umbrella topic? If so, how does it relate?

5. Does the thesis statement contain any reasons/justifications? If so, what are they?

6. Does the thesis answer the questions “why” and “how”? If yes, what is the answer to the question “why” or “how”? (This should be the same as the justification.)
7.  Does the thesis pass the “so what” test? How does the writer express that his or her topic is important?

8. Is the thesis statement parallel? If not, give a few ways the statement could be reworded to become parallel. 

9. Are you (as the reader) left with any unanswered questions? Write any comments/ suggestions you have for the writer.
