ASI Resolution Policy
I. NAME

This document shall be called the ASI Resolution Policy.

II. PURPOSE

This policy is in effect in order to set guidelines regarding the presentation of resolutions to the board.

III. DATE OF EFFECTIVENESS

This policy is effective as of 4/17/09 as approved by the ASI Board of Directors through AR 302.
IV. AMENDMENTS

This policy may be amended by a majority vote of the Internal Affairs Committee and the ASI Board of Directors.

V. GUIDELINES

It is the responsibility of the ASI Executive members to oversee that all business is conducted accurately and efficiently.
All resolutions will first be submitted to the ASI Executive Committee for review and recommendations.  The Executive Committee will determine the appropriate committee for consideration and forward the resolution.  The resolution will be considered in committee for recommendations prior to submitting to the Board, if necessary.  When submitting a resolution to the Board, the committee will attach committee recommendations for the board’s consideration.

Finance resolutions for club funding are not subject to this process.  All club funding requests are considered in the Finance Committee and would be forwarded to the Board when funding amounts indicate.
Resolutions must be submitted in writing to the Executive Committee prior to consideration.  The resolution will be reviewed in the Executive Committee, forwarded to a committee for consideration the following week, and then submitted to the Board of Directors the next week, when necessary.
Resolutions needing Board approval include, but are not limited to:  bylaw and code revisions; policy enactment or revision; funding requests as outlined in the Finance Code; organization governing documents and agreements; other items as outlined elsewhere or deemed necessary for Board approval.
