Create or modify instructional module. 


Adjust module based on student data analysis and target competencies.


Teach the module.


Collect student work.


Write brief reflection considering students’ response to the module and other learning experiences.

Collect Post-Assessment Data 


(Multiple Choice & �Writing Sample)


Write brief reflection.
