Domain Content Knowledge


Understanding of the concepts and skills that need to be taught in a specific domain or content area 








Academic Language Knowledge


Understanding of the language necessary to analyze and express concepts in the domain or content area, including vocabulary, syntactic structures, and text types








Pedagogical Content Knowledge


Ability to convey content knowledge through multiple models of teaching for student understanding and achievement








Knowledge of Student


Knowledge of student re: content (level, conceptual understanding, skill, attitudes), academic register (specific to domain), and background (cultural, linguistic, experiential)
